Created from industry leading RIP software manufacturer iProof 

Systems, MultiRIP FilmÊ allows a user to turn a standard Epson inkjet printer into an 

imagesetter for printing dark, dense film positives.  Standard print drivers donôt provide 

for dark enough prints or the halftone details needed for printing quality film positives.  

Thus, the importance for screen printers using MultiRIP FilmÊ. 

With simple controls and the ability to create defined halftone settings based on shopôs 

requirement.  MultiRIP FilmÊ comes with the following features: 

X Density curves for 15+ types of industry film positive media.  Donôt get locked into a 

single brand of film! 

X Select which ink channels you want to load and print black ink from.  Use a standard 

Epson ink setup or create your own All Black ink setup. 

X Create default settings (i.e. print resolution, dot shape, screen frequency and angle) 

based on shop requirements or use the halftone settings from a graphic software 

program (i.e. CorelDraw, Photoshop, Illustrator,é). 

X Choose whether to preview the image before it goes to the printer or send it directly.  

The preview feature allows you to zoom in to see actual dot shape and angle. 

X And many more features.

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INSTALL MULTIRIP FILMÊ 

Required Pre-Installation Steps 

Step #1: Before Installing the MultiRIP FilmÊ software, you must have the Epson print 

driver for the printer being used already installed.  If the Epson driver is not already 

installed, you will get the following error message during the install process: 

 

You can download the Epson driver from the Epson website (www.epson.com).  

Step #2: You will want to make sure that you disable any anti-virus or permission based 

software programs before you begin the install process.  Once the install process has 

been completed, the software will ask you to restart your computer and this typically will 

turn back on the disabled programs. 

Installation Steps 

NOTE: If you are installing the software from a CD, skip to Step #3. 

Step 1: Locate the MultiRIP FilmÊ icon on your desktop.  Double click on icon.  You will 

get a pop-up window that will verify that you are not running an existing version of the 

software on the computer already.  Click ñOkò to continue.   

    

Step #2: The Self-Extractor package will open a window and you will want to click on 

the Unzip button.  Once the files are unzipped, you will get a message stating this.  

Click the OK button.

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Step #3: The MultiRIP FilmÊ Installer will open up and then you will want to click on the 

ñInstall, Repair & Removeò link. 

  

Step #4: The next screen is the Install Shield Wizard and you will need to click the Next 

button to proceed. 
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Step #5: The License Agreement screen is next.  All users must agree to proceed 

before.  Click Yes to agree the License Agreement. 

  

Step #6: The next screen will ask you to select the components (i.e. printers) to install.  

Do not uncheck the boxes at the top of the screen.   

 

Scroll through the list and check the box to the left of the printers you want MultiRIP 

FilmÊ to work with. 
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NOTE:  There are two versions of the MultiRIP FilmÊ software: Medium Format 

(17ò and below printers) and Large Format (24ò and wider printers).  Installing the 

wrong format of the software will prevent you from validating the software 

correctly. 

Step #7: The Program Folder screen is next and you will want to leave the default 

settings.  Click the Next button. 

 

Step #8: Next, you will select the Film Type (Media) and Resolution for each printer you 

selected in Step #6 above.   
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NOTE:  These will be the default settings, but can be changed later when 

creating your RIP Defined Settings. 

Step #9: Once the install has finished, you will be prompted to restart your computer.  

You must restart the computer before using the software because new print drivers 

have been installed. 
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VALIDATING  MULTIRIP FILMÊ 

MultiRIP FilmÊ can be downloaded and tested without 

having to purchase a license (i.e. 16-digit Product Code).  

The software will print a watermark across the page during 

the evaluation period.  To remove this watermark, you will 

need a 16-digit Product Code that matches the format (i.e. 

Medium Format for 17ò wide printers and below; Large 

Format for 24ò wide printers and above) of the software 

you installed.  To get a 16-digit Product Code, you will 

need to contact an authorized distributor of MultiRIP 

FilmÊ.  Click here to view a list of authorized distributors of MultiRIP FilmÊ. 

MultiRIP FilmÊ uses an online, security key activation system that will allow the user to 

remove the watermark.  Each time MultiRIP FilmÊ is installed on a computer, a hidden 

validation folder is created.  The hidden validation folder contains a unique 6-digit User 

ID code.  This User ID code will change from one computer to another; or it will change 

after reformatting your hard drive.  You will need both the 16-digit Product Code, the 6-

digit User ID code and internet access in order to remove the watermark (i.e. validate 

the RIP). 

Validate the Software (Remove the Watermark) 

Step #1: Open the MultiRIP FilmÊ Interface window (Start menu Ą All Programs Ą 

MultiRIP FilmÊ folder Ą  MultiRIP FilmÊ application).  Click on the Configure menu 

and choose Validate Software. 

  

Step #2. The Validation window will open up and will display the User ID Code.  Write 

the 6-digit User ID code and the website address listed in this window.

Step #8: Your 9-digit Activation Code will be displayed.  Write the Activation Code 

down.

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Step #9: Type in the 9-digit Activation Code into field in the Validate Software window.  

Click OK button. 

 

Step #10: A message will show up stating the software has been validated.  You will 

need to close the MultiRIP FilmÊ Interface window before the watermark is removed. 

 

Protect Your Activation Codes 

Each user can receive up to three Activation Codes with each 16-digit Product Code.  

Think of your Product Code like a bank account where your Activation codes are stored.  

We provide three Activation Codes because we understand sometimes things happen 

to computers (i.e. hard drive crashes, electrical problems, computer is stolen,é).  

MultiRIP FilmÊ allows the user the ability to remove the validation from the last 

computer validated and put the Activation Code back into account associated with the 

16-digit Product Code. 

Remove Validation Process 

NOTE: The removal process will only work if the computer you are trying to remove the 

validation from was the last computer you validated.  The only validation software 

program will only remember the last validation you did.  Trying to remove the validation 

from a computer that you have subsequently validated another computer will result in 

the following error message: 
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Before you can begin the removal process, you must still have the software on your 

computer and accessible.  If you have already removed the software from your 

computer, you will need to reinstall the software. 

Step #1: Open the MultiRIP FilmÊ Interface window.  Click on the Configure Menu and 

go select the Remove Validation option. 

 
 

Step #2: You will get a series of warning messages verifying you want to remove the 

validation from the computer.  This is done to prevent people from accidently clicking on 

the link.  You must agree to these messages to continue. 

    

Step #3:  You will then get a window that will provide you with your 9-digit Invalidation 

Code that you will need to write down.  If you fail to write this down, the Invalidation 

Code can also be found in the document INVALIDATION.txt in the MultiRIP FilmÊ 

folder located on your C:\Drive. 

 

Step #4:  You will then need to go to the website address where you validate the 

software.  If you donôt remember the website address, you can get it by clicking on the 

Configure Menu and selecting the Validate Software option.  The website address will 

show up in the Validate Software window. 

Step #5: Choose the language you want to use going forward. 
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Step #6: Complete the form with your companyôs information and your 16-digit Product 

Code. 

  

Step #7: Scroll through the list of products and find the MultiRIP FilmÊ logo.  Click the 

ñRemove Validationò link to the right of the MultiRIP FilmÊ logo. 
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NOTE: Make sure you select the Remove Validation link next to the MultiRIP FilmÊ 

logo and not one of the other MultiRIP software programs. 

Step #7: Type in your 16-digit Product Code and your 9-digit Invalidation Code.  Click 

the submit button. 

  

Step #8: The website will display a message showing your account was credited back 

one Validation Code.  It will also list how many remaining validations are left for that 16-

digit Product Code.

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SETUP RIP DEFINED SETTINGS  

MultiRIP FilmÊ allows the user to created default settings (called RIP Defined Settings) 

to allow for faster and easier printing of film positives. 

Step #1: Open the MultiRIP FilmÊ Interface.  Click on the Configure menu and select 

Print Settings. 

  

Step #2: In the left column, select the MultiRIP FilmÊ printer you want to set the RIP 

Defined settings.  Then click on the ñSet Print and Ink Settingsò button. 

 

Step #3: The Printer Setup screen will open up.  There are three tabs at the top of this 

screen: Print Settings, Color and Paper Source & Size.   
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On the Print Settings tab, select the print quality in the Resolution drop-down.  The 

higher the resolution, the more ink will be dropped. 

 

Step #4: In the Image box, you have the option to have the image automatically 

mirrored or to create a negative.  For creating films for textile screen printing, you will 

not want to check either of these boxes.  For other types of offset plate printing or pad 

printing, you may want to use these settings. 

  

Step #5: Under the Screening box, this is where you can set the default settings (i.e. 

spot shape, frequency & angle) for each color.  If you want to use the settings setup in 

your graphic software program, you will want to make sure that you check the box left of 

the ñAllow document-defined screeningò.  If you want to use the RIP Defined Settings, 

then leave this box unchecked. 

 

To add a specific frequency or angle, just type the numbers in this field.  Previous 

numbers will be stored in the future. You can choose to have all colors with the same 

settings by checking this box. 

    

MultiRIP FilmÊ allows for users to create very basic CMYK separations.  We 

recommend that screen printers either create their own spot color separations or 

purchase a color separation program.  If you want MultiRIP FilmÊ to create basic 

CMYK separations, check the box next to ñMake Separationsò. 
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Step #6: In the Print Direction box, you can choose whether to run the printer in 

bidirectional or unidirectional modes.  Just check the box next to the desired setting. 

  

NOTE: In the Advanced Ink Configuration box, you can open a window that will allow 

you to select which ink channels and the printing density.  Click here to learn more 

about these settings. 

Step #7: In the Color tab, make sure that in the Color Mode box you have Monochrome 

selected. 

  

STEP #8: In the Paper Source and Size tab, you will want to select the Paper Source 

field.  If you are printing from a roll, you can also choose whether to activate the Auto 

Cut feature. 

  

Step #9.  When you have picked all your default settings, click the OK button in the 

bottom right corner.  Then click the Exit button in the Print Settings screen.  
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SETUP INK CONFIGURATION  

MultiRIP FilmÊ allows users to setup their printer up using as little as one channel of 

black ink to as many as all channels of black ink.  To setup your printer, you will need to 

tell the RIP software the number of ink channels to pull ink from.  Below are the 

instructions for setting up your printerôs ink configuration. 

Step #1: Open the MultiRIP FilmÊ Interface.  Click on the Configure menu and select 

Print Settings. 

  

Step #2: In the left column, select the MultiRIP FilmÊ printer you want to set the RIP 

Defined settings.  Then click on the ñSet Print and Ink Settingsò button. 

 

Step #3: The Printer Setup screen will open up.  Locate the Advanced Ink Configuration 

box in the Print Setting tab and click on the button to configure ink density and 

channels. 
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Step #4: In the Advanced Ink Configuration screen, check the boxes from which you 

have black ink loaded.  If you are using a standard Epson ink setup with Epson OEM 

ink, then just check the Black channel. 

 

Step #5: Once you have your ink channels selected, click on the ñGet Recommended 

Density by Film Type and Resolutionò button. 
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Step #6: On the right side of the window, the Film Type and Resolution fields will show 

up.  Select the Film Type and Resolutions fields.  Then click the ñApply The Densityò 

button. 

 

Step #7: The Multiple Channel ink distribution window will open up.  You will have three 

options to choose from to distribute the ink from the channels.  Choose the appropriate 

option for your printer setup.  Click the OK button when you are ready to continue. 
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NOTE: Below is detailed information about the three options: 

o Distribute Evenly Between All Active Channels ï this is recommend setting 

when using multiple ink channels for a film brand listed.  This will spread the 

endpoint out across all the selected ink channels evenly. 

o Set All Channels to Selected Endpoint ï this will move all selected ink 

channels to the density point of the film.  This is not recommended when you 

have multiple channels selected and are using one of the existing products. 

o Set only the black channel to the selected endpoint ï this is the default 

setting where ink is only pulled from the Black ink channel at the density amount. 

Step #8: The endpoints for the selected ink channels will change depending on the 

selection based on Step #7.  Click the OK button to continue. 

 

Step #9: Click the OK button in the Setup Screen and the Exit button in the Print 

Settings window.

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PRINTING FROM CORELDRAW  

NOTE: Printing from different versions of CorelDraw may require some changes to the 

steps or the screens might look slightly different. 

1.  Create your graphic in CorelDraw®.  It is recommended that you create your graphic 

using a Pantone color chart so the spot colors will show up in the Separations tab in 

CorelDraw®. 

2.  Go to the File Menu and click on the Print selection. 

 

3.  Select the MultiRIP FilmÊ printer you have installed on your computer. 
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4.  Click on the Separations tab at the top of this window. Check the box ñPrint 

Separationsò, which will activate the selections below.  Then, you will check the box 

ñUse Advanced Settingsò and click on the Advanced button. 

 

NOTE:  If you are using spot colors, you will see the Pantone color listed as illustrated 

below: 

       

6.  If you are going to use the Document Defined Settings, you will choose which colors 

you want to print in the Advanced button; as well as make the changes to the 

Frequency, Angle and Dot Shape for each color.  Otherwise, the default settings will be 

used with the RIP Defined setting.  Click the OK button when you are finished. 
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Note:  It is recommended that all the colors use the same Frequency and Angle settings 

when doing textile screen printing. 

7.  Go back to the General tab in the printer menu and click on the Properties button. 

 

8.  In the Properties window, you will need to make settings to the Layout and Paper 

Quality Tabs.  Then click on the Advanced button in the bottom right corner. 

   

NOTE:  CorelDraw® has problems sending the Landscape command to a Print To 

Postscript driver.  So you will want to leave the Orientation field set to Portrait and use a 

custom postscript page size for your paper size. 

9.  In the Advanced screen, set the following settings below and then click the OK 

buttons until you get back to the CorelDraw® print window. 

Paper Size ï the size of the film you are using 

Screening ï set this to either RIP Defined (if you want to use the default settings 
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you set up in the RIP) or Document Defined Halftone (if you want to use the 

halftone settings in the graphic software ï see Step #6). 

 

10.  Click the Print button to send the job to the MultiRIP FilmÊ printer. 
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PRINTING FROM PHOTOSHOP  

NOTE: Because Photoshop® is a raster graphics program, we recommend you use the 

RIP Defined settings when printing halftones.  Click here to see the instructions on 

setting up the RIP Defined settings. 

1. Create your graphic in Photoshop®.  Click on the File menu and select Print. 

 

NOTE: In earlier versions of Photoshop®, you may need to click the Print Preview 

option to see the Output menu in Step #3 below. 

2.  The Print or Print with Preview window may look different depending on which 

version of Photoshop® you are using.  You will first want to find the option that allows 

you to select your printer.  Some versions may require you to click the Page Setup 

button. 

 

3.  Then look for a drop-down box that has ñColor Managementò and ñOutputò listed.  

Select the Output option. 
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4.  Under the Output options, you can select the options for printing Registration Marks 

or other settings you desire. 

 

5.  If you want to use the Document Defined settings (i.e. halftone settings in 

Photoshop®), then find the Screen button under the Output options and click on it. 

 

6.  In the Screen window, you will need to uncheck the box next to Use Printerôs Default 

Screen.  Then you can adjust the frequency, angle and dot shape for each color.  Click 

OK button when you are done. 

 

NOTE:  For textile screen printing, it is recommended that you use the same frequency 

and angle for all colors. 

7. Next, most version of Photoshop® will require you to click on the Page Setup button 

to set your Paper Size and Screening settings.  Click on the Page Setup button. 
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8.  In the Properties window, you will need to make settings to the Layout and Paper 

Quality Tabs.  Then click on the Advanced button in the bottom right corner. 

   

9.  In the Advanced screen, set the following settings below and then click the OK 

buttons until you get back to the Photoshop® print window. 

Paper Size ï the size of the film you are using 

Screening ï set this to either RIP Defined (if you want to use the default settings 

you set up in the RIP) or Document Defined Halftone (if you want to use the 

halftone settings in the graphic software ï see Step #5 & 6 above). 

 

10.  Click the Print button to send the job to the MultiRIP FilmÊ printer. 
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In some versions of Photoshop®, you will get a Print window that you will select the 

Printer and then click the Print button. 
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PRINTING FROM ILLUSTRATOR  

NOTE: Printing from different versions of Illustrator® may require some changes to the 

steps or the screens might look slightly different. 

1. Create your graphic in Illustrator®.  Click on the File menu and select Print. 

 

NOTE: In earlier versions of Illustrator®, you may need to click the Print Preview option 

to see the Output menu in the next step. 

2.  The Print or Print with Preview window may look different depending on which 

version of Illustrator® you are using.  You will first want to find the option that allows you 

to select your printer.  Some versions may require you to click the Page Setup button. 
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3.  The look for either a drop-down box or selection area where you can select the 

Output option.  The location will be different depending on which version of Illustrator® 

you are using. 

 

4.  In the Output menu, you should have the ability to select the Mode, Emulsion and 

Image fields.  For textile screen printing, you will want to set the Mode field to 

Separations (Host-Based), Emulsion field to Up (Right Reading) and Image field to 

Positive. 

 

5.  If you plan to use the Document Defined setting in Step #, you will want to set your 

frequency, angle and dot shape in this area.  Select which colors you want to print by 

checking the box on the left of the color and they put your cursor in the other three fields 

for that color to make changes. 

 

6.  Click on the Page Setup button to select the MultiRIP FilmÊ printer.  Then click on 

the Preferences button. 
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7.  In the Preferences window, you will need to make settings to the Layout and Paper 

Quality Tabs.  Then click on the Advanced button in the bottom right corner. 

   

8.  In the Advanced screen, set the following settings below and then click the OK 

buttons until you get back to the Illustrator® print window. 

Paper Size ï the size of the film you are using 

Screening ï set this to either RIP Defined (if you want to use the default settings 

you set up in the RIP) or Document Defined Halftone (if you want to use the 

halftone settings in the graphic software ï see Step #5 & 6 above). 

 

9.  Click the Print button to send the job to the MultiRIP FilmÊ printer.
